Membership Information
Purpose of the Organization

1) The purpose of the Band is to foster an appreciation of concert band music and to provide an opportunity for musicians of diverse ages and skill levels to perform a varied repertoire of musical selections in a community setting.
2) The Band shall provide an opportunity for adults to maintain or regain their musical skills and for students to sharpen their musical skills by playing with adults in a structured setting.

3) The Band shall strive to advance the arts, enhancing and strengthening the community in which it serves, by performing in a variety of settings and locations each season.

Community Band Membership

1) Membership in the Band shall be voluntary, without audition and is available to anyone who exhibits satisfactory playing ability or potential.  Participants are accepted at the discretion of the Band Director.
2) Members must provide their own instrument and maintain it in proper playing condition.
3) Members shall be required to complete forms and pay membership dues ($25) annually.  Parental consent is required for participation by members under the age of 18.
4) Seating and assignment of parts will be at the discretion of the Band Director.  For the purposes of sound balance, the Band Director may limit the size of any section, declining to accept additional members until a vacancy occurs.

5) Membership may be maintained as long as musical competence and integrity is maintained.  The Band Director may suspend a member at any time for conduct that is disruptive to the group and/or detrimental to the Band's reputation or expected level of skill, and, upon suspension, the member shall not participate in performances, rehearsals, or any other Band activities until the suspension has been revoked by the Band Director and the Administration of Williamson County Parks and Recreation. 

Rehearsals and Performances

1) Annual Band Season is February through the first weekend of December.  Rehearsals are held every Thursday from 7:00 PM to 9:00 PM in the Banquet Hall of the Williamson County Community Enrichment Center at 110 Everbright Street in Franklin (next to County Library).
2) All band members are expected and encouraged to take part in all official activities of the

Band, such as scheduled rehearsals and concert dates. It is the general responsibility of any member who cannot attend a rehearsal or performance to contact the Band Director well in advance of the rehearsal/performance or as soon as possible.
3) Members who miss rehearsals may be asked to refrain from attending performances if the Band Director does not feel they will be adequately prepared for the desired level of performance.  Excessive absences will be reviewed and could affect membership eligibility.
4) Members are encouraged to practice outside of rehearsals.  Music may be checked out from rehearsals, but to ensure that borrowed music is available to all Band members, it must be returned at the next rehearsal.

5) Concert dates, times and locations will be set annually by the Band Director and Parks and Recreation Administration.  Concerts may be added or re-scheduled at any time and sufficient notice of such changes to the schedule will be provided to all members.

6) Dress Code: Dress is casual and comfortable for rehearsals.  Uniform, collared band shirts are provided for every member and are to be worn for concerts.  Color of shorts, skirts or pants required is dependent upon type of concert (indoors or outdoors/relaxed or professional) and will be announced by Band Director prior to performance.
Communication

1) You will be requested to provide phone numbers and email addresses in order to communicate details of the Band with you.  Group email is the main source of communication with band members.  Information will be given in regards to rehearsal/performance details, possible changes of rehearsal locations or cancellations.  If your contact information changes at any time, please be sure to update your contact information with the Band Secretary.
